THE 2007 WOMEN'S CYCLING CHALLENGE CELEBRATES ONE YEAR ANNIVERSARY KICKING OFF ITS SUMMER SEASON AT THE BARRIO LOGAN GRAND PRIX!
The 2007 Women's Cycling Challenge Presented by Protech Skincare kicked off its summer season and one year anniversary last weekend in downtown San Diego with the Barrio Logan Grand Prix.  This classic event hosted by Team Karl Strauss/SDBC, was also the 2007 SCNCA Elite Criterium Championships.  With the skyline of downtown San Diego in the background, champions were crowned throughout the day including our Women's Cycling Challenge Cat 3 and Cat 4 ladies who brought an exciting end to the day’s racing.  Team Paramount Racing showed up in force. Their Cat 3 team worked to get Kelli Jones away and she lapped the Cat 3 women's field solo!  Kelli was the only rider to lap a field in this year's event.  In the Women's Cat 4 race, 13-year old, Angelica Frayre (Pura Galleta-Mexico) won an exciting sprint finish. Dr. Tricia Fynewiner (Coates Cyclery/Arce Bros) is the Cat 4 women's Elite Criterium Champion as only CA state residents qualify for this title. Congrats to Tricia in her first year of competitive cycling!
 

On Sunday the Masters 35+ Women hit the road at the San Luis Rey Mark Reynold's Memorial Road Race.  Hosted by Celo Pacific, this classic race climbs through the Bonsall hills.  The climbing took its toll on the field in which a 5-person breakaway group formed. Team Simple Green's Linda Schnepf out sprinted her competitors for the win.
 

The competition heats up just in time for summer as racers contend for the WCC Road series titles in Cat 3, Cat 4, and Master’s categories.  Cindy Morgan of Dewalt Racing leads the Masters, while her teammate Anna Gerber leads in the Cat 3 WCC series. Janel Holcomb, new to racing this year leads the Cat 4 women's series, and as part of the mission of the WCC has already earned her upgrade to Cat 3, opening the door for a new leader.
 

This year, in combination with Free ADT track clinics for women the 2nd Saturday of every month, the WCC has included a Track Participation Series.  The final WCC Series event final and overall series award's ceremony will be hosted at the ADT Center in Carson on July 14th. The WCC also provides a Team competition combining points accumulated in both the Road and Track Series events to award  the Best WCC Teams. Leading in the Team competition is Karl Strauss/SDBC, with South Bay Wheelmen and Paramount rounding out the top 3.
 

The next WCC event is the West LA College Grand Prix, hosted by Velo Club La Grange on Sunday 5/20 showcasing its epic Stocker Street climb/finish.   Women Cat 3/4 will race together for top 6 places, and will also be scored separately for WCC points and prizes to top 3 in each category from WCC sponsors.  
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The WCC also encourages a safe environment for beginners and in doing so has recently included the Barry Wolfe Grand Prix hosted by NOW-MS Society on 5/27.  This event will offer a Women’s Category 4 only race.  As well, two CBR Women’s Cat 4 races have been included as part of the WCC Road Series.
